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Introduction

The PocketGPSWorld.com started their Safety Camera Database
back in 2002 with only a few hundred cameras that the site owners
collected. Three years on we have details of over 7000 cameras
throughout the whole of the UK. These are divided in to groups
by type and speed where appropriate.

The Safety Camera Database can be installed on a large number of
navigation systems including the Garmin i3. Safety Cameras are
installed and removed constantly so it is crucial that your system is
kept up to date.

This document describes the process of installing the Safety
Camera Database initially, and also describes how and where to
obtain the updates from. This will ensure that your system is as
current as possible and will alert you to accident blackspots and
other danger areas on the roads as you are driving.
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Getting Started

Prerequisites

Before you can load the Safety Camera Database onto the i3 you
will need the following:

e A PC with a spare USB port

e The Garmin POI Loader installed

e The latest database from the PocketGPSWorld.com site.
e The Garmin i3 itself

e The supplied USB cable

Installing the Garmin POI Loader

The Garmin POI Loader application is available fro free from the
Garmin Website. To get the latest version of this software you
will need to download it from the Garmin Website at
http://www.garmin.com/support/agree.jsp?id=927 . The download
is about 8Mb in size and will take a while to download on a
modem connect, or a few minutes on a broadband connection.
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When requested you can either download the POI Loader and
install it from where you saved it or you can download it to a
temporary area and run it immediately.

Simply follow the onscreen instructions to install the application
and in a few moments you will have the Garmin POl Loader
installed and ready to use.

Installing the Safety Cameras

There are cameras being commissioned and de-commissioned
constantly. This means that the Safety Camera Database would
rapidly become outdated. Fortunately the team at
PocketGPSWorld.com are continually updating the database and
release updates once a month.

Installing the updates on the Garmin i3 or other POl Loader
compatible system is very easy. First you will have to download
the files from the PocketGPSWorld. The database is updated
every month and is normally released in the last few days of the
month.

The page http://www.pocketgpsworld.com/garmin-poi-loader-
speed-cameras.php details the download procedure.
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Look for the Version number and date to see if the database has
been updated since your last download. If the database has been
updated click on the “Download the database” link. This will
prompt you to download the zip file to your PC.

Once the zip file is on the PC open it and examine the folder
structure. There should be a folder called “Garmin” inside it. Just
copy the Garmin folder to a location on your computer and use
that to update your Garmin i3.

These csv files should all be copied to a location on your computer
and used for the POI Loader.

Preparing for installation

To get ready to install the PocketGPSWorld.com Safety Camera
database all you need to do is: download the current database to
your computer then Connect the Garmin i3 to the PC and off you
go. The Garmin i3 will be powered by the USB cable.

Installing the Safety Camera Database

As soon as you plug the USB cable in the Garmin i3 the GPS will
turn itself on and the PC will automatically launch the Garmin POI
Loader application.
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From the main application screen click on the browse button and
navigate to the safety camera folder on your computer. Once you
have found the correct folder press next.

This will start the download and conversion process. It will take
about 20-30 seconds to download the Full set of Safety Camera
database files. When that is complete the Garmin i3 will reboot.
Your i3 is now ready to use with all the Safety Cameras loaded
and default warnings configured.

If the default warnings are not what you want then you can select
Manual instead of Express and configure each file in the folder
individually. Consult the help file for more details.
